RE: Nomination of Roberta A. Hibbard, MD for the Chancellor’'s Faculty Award for Civic
Engagement

Dear Committee Members,

It is my very great pleasure to write a letter of nomination for Roberta A. Hibbard, MD, for the
2011 Chancellor’s Faculty Award for Civic Engagement. Dr. Hibbard is a Professor of Pediatrics
and has been on faculty at IUPUI since 1985. She has devoted her life to the advocacy of
abused and neglected children through research, teaching, civic engagement and service. Her
dedication has led to exceptional accomplishments and the betterment of the lives of children
throughout the State of Indiana.

In 1985, Dr. Hibbard founded The Child Protection Program. Since then, she has developed
and grown The Child Protection Program at Indiana University Medical Center to include multi-
disciplinary clinical services and professional education to improve the evaluation and care of
maltreated children in Indiana. Dr. Hibbard has developed extensive programs based on a
child’s developmental needs, an understanding of the agencies involved, and medical
knowledge. These programs provide education, communication and coordination of services for
the evaluation of child maltreatment. She has been acknowledged as the driving force that
brings together the skills, resources, knowledge and expertise to address the issues at local,
state and national levels.

As an expert in the area of child abuse treatment, policies and systems, she is often consulted
and quoted by media and governmental resources. Dr. Hibbard’s research, her national
reputation, her dedication to education and her work with agencies, community organizations,
government departments and providers definitely demonstrates IUPUI's mission “to advance the
State of Indiana and the intellectual growth of its citizens to the highest levels nationally and
internationally through research and creative activity, teaching and learning, and civic
engagement.”

Dr. Hibbard’s research identified system inadequacies that had a negative impact on the care
and protection of abused or neglected children in the State of Indiana. Her unyielding
dedication to making changes in the system, have led to new processes and innovative
treatments for Indiana’s at-risk youth. For instance, her research, teaching, and collaborative
approach led to a policy change that discontinued the practice of withholding counseling for a
child until after a trial had taken place. Over a three year period she built this consensus by
engaging almost 1,500 professionals in the process. Other work and research related to this
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became the foundation for the Child Advocacy Center model for child abuse investigations that
is now considered a best practice.

As part of the Child Protection Program, Dr. Hibbard started the Statewide Educational Program
on Child Sexual Abuse. For the first time, this educational program brought together Indiana
professionals dealing with child abuse from CPS, law enforcement, teachers, health care
providers, judges, attorneys, and therapists to discuss how to communicate and collaborate in
their various roles. This educational program resulted in the formation of the Child Sexual
Abuse Clinic (now called the Pediatric Center of Hope - PCOH) founded to fill a much needed
service by providing expertise in the area of child abuse and neglect. The Pediatric Center of
Hope now has four physicians, seven nurses and five social workers to serve over 1700 victims
annually from across the state with medical examinations, crisis counseling services and
consultation to CPS, law enforcement and attorneys.

Dr. Hibbard also saw a need for a community coordination forum to help hospitals dealing with
child abuse. She founded the Liaison Child Abuse Forum to solve community problems in the
identification, evaluation and handling of child abuse cases. The Liaison Child Abuse Forum
now also focuses on school systems.

Also under Dr. Hibbard'’s direction the Child Abuse Consultation Team and Pediatric Evaluation
and Diagnostic Services (PEDS) were developed along with a new Child Abuse Pediatrics
Fellowship which graduated its first fellow in 2010. The consultation team and evaluation
service help determine if a child’s condition is due to maltreatment, a medical condition or
accident. In 2010 the team consulted on over 800 possible physical abuse and neglect cases
and served 1,700 suspected child sexual abuse victims. Collectively, the physicians spent
almost 400 hours testifying in juvenile and criminal courts across the state during that one year.

In addition to her research, teaching initiatives, development of services and collaborations with
CPS, law enforcement, judges, educators and numerous community providers, Dr. Hibbard has
been very involved in civic engagement on community committees and task forces including
several Governors’ and Mayors’ commissions, the Marion County Child Protection Team and
others.

Dr. Hibbard has had an illustrious career in which she has and continues to have a tremendous
impact on the safety and welfare of the children of Indiana. She has been involved in so many
successful initiatives that have resulted in new laws and policy changes, that it would be
impossible to list them all in this letter. However, to name a few, Dr. Hibbard successfully
advocated at the statehouse for legislation regarding child fatality teams and provided technical
assistance to other Indiana communities developing similar teams. She also worked with the
Child Fatality Review Team whose findings were instrumental in identifying the problem of
unsafe infant sleep practices in Indiana. This resulted in the Indiana Safe Sleep Campaign
which was awarded a grant from the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation to research and
promote safe sleep education and reduce infant fatalities.
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In closing, Dr. Hibbard is a remarkable leader, mentor, role model and educator. She embodies
the spirit of IUPI in truly making an impact in the areas of research, teaching and service. She
has had a tremendous impact on the health and well being of the children of Indiana and the
ability of Indiana educators, service providers, agencies and government departments to better
understand and better meet the needs of at-risk youth. It is my great honor and privilege to
nominate her for this much deserved award. Thank you for your consideration.

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Narrative

Roberta A. Hibbard, MD
Nominee for Chancellor’s Faculty Award for Civic Engagement

Improving the communication, coordination and evaluation of children and families
when possible child abuse or neglect is suspected has become Dr. Hibbard’s life’s work since
joining the faculty at IU in 1985. Children need protection and services when maltreatment is
occurring, but need to be with their families without societal intervention if the conditions are not
maltreatment. Over the past 25 years she has developed and grown The Child Protection
Program at Indiana University Medical Center to include multi disciplinary clinical services and
professional education to improve the evaluation and care of maltreated children throughout
Indiana. She provides extensive community leadership in education, communication and
coordination of services around the evaluation of child maltreatment and brings together the
skills, resources, knowledge and expertise to address the issues at local, state and national levels
while nurturing the next generations of providers. She epitomizes the concept of civic
engagement and service, furthering the IUPUI mission “to advance the State of Indiana and the
intellectual growth of its citizens to the highest levels nationally and internationally through
research and creative activity, teaching and learning, and civic engagement.”

Dr. Hibbard’s career provides a remarkable model of civic engagement in how to take a
clinical problem, develop a service program to address issues, evaluate and publish the results
and build onto the program and expand the services further. Many programs have started locally
and then been disseminated to other communities under her leadership. She has engaged
communities at numerous levels to problem solve and work collaboratively to address the issues
confronted by children, families, educators, health care providers, treatment providers and
governmental social and legal authorities dealing with issues of suspected child abuse or neglect.
While some might say she has always been “in the right place at the right time,” the reality is
they are correct because her vision and planning have placed her there. She is a leader in helping
processes move forward; once the community catches up she has the next program ready to go.

Her imagination, creativity and innovation in applying knowledge, expertise and
consensus building to system problems surrounding child maltreatment are daunting and
relentless. Dr. Hibbard provides a depth of knowledge and experience in child maltreatment that
is unmatched in Indiana. Her unique ability to engage civic leaders to come to the table to
communicate, coordinate and work toward common solutions to address the needs of all the
players is truly remarkable. She has brought doctors, teachers, lawyers, police officers, CPS
caseworkers and judges all to the same table at the same time to learn from and talk to each
other. Her dedication to improving professional education has laid the foundation for many
advances in this area.

To protect children from maltreatment it must first be recognized so that the proper
authorities and service providers may more completely evaluate the situation. Any professional
who deals with children will have to confront issues of child maltreatment at some point. Once
identified, health care providers, child protection services (CPS)case managers, law enforcement,





children services attorneys, prosecutors, defense attorneys, judges, guardian ad litems, treatment
and service providers all play a unique role in the evaluation and care the family receive. Each
of these providers and evaluators needs to understand the role and responsibilities that other
professionals bring to the process of appropriate evaluation and consequences. Without such
knowledge there is much misunderstanding, misinterpretation and unnecessary and sometimes
harmful duplication of services. The understanding of child development and medical issues is a
key component in determining what is happening and how it needs to be addressed.
Multidisciplinary knowledge and training in these areas has always been the hallmark of her
contributions to the University, local community, State and beyond.

Dr. Hibbard founded The Child Protection Program in 1985 with the initial Statewide
Educational Program on Child Sexual Abuse. This multi disciplinary educational program
brought together Indiana professionals dealing with child abuse representing CPS, law
enforcement, teachers, health care providers, judges, attorneys, and therapists for the first time in
Indiana to discuss how to communicate and collaborate in their various roles. She convinced
them to examine their roles within the context of the best interests of the child — whether their
roles were protection of the child, punishment of a perpetrator, gathering objective information
or providing therapy. For example, at the time, prosecutors often said sexually abused children
could not get counseling until after a criminal trial was completed because the counseling might
influence or alter their testimony. Yet a criminal trial might not occur for a year or more —
clearly a delay in counseling was not a healthy thing for the child. Through education and
collaboration the practice of withholding counseling until after a trial was discontinued. ~ Over
a three year period this consensus building effort was disseminated to ten Indiana communities
and engaged almost 1500 professionals in the process; it was the foundation for the Child
Advocacy Center model for child abuse investigations that is now considered a best practice.
This educational program resulted in the rapid realization that Indianapolis and Indiana needed a
center for expertise in the medical issues related to child sexual abuse and the coordination of
care needed for best outcomes for children. As such, the Child Sexual Abuse Clinic (now
called the Pediatric Center of Hope - PCOH) was founded in 1986 to develop and provide that
expertise. The Pediatric Center of Hope now engages four physicians, seven nurses and five
social workers to serve over 1700 victims annually from across the state with medical
examinations, crisis counseling services and consultation to CPS, law enforcement and attorneys.

Further recognition of system inadequacies lead to the development of a community
based mechanism for ongoing problem identification and solving. The Liaison Child Abuse
Forum is a community coordination effort founded by Dr. Hibbard and directed by the 1U Child
Protection Program. This forum initially focused on hospitals dealing with child abuse, and now
focuses on school systems. The forum brings together on a monthly basis Marion County Child
Protection Services, law enforcement, prosecutor, and public school system representatives from
every Marion County Township system to solve community problems in the identification,
evaluation and handling of child abuse cases. This group has been responsible for developing
community protocols on handling child abuse cases in schools, developing somewhat uniform
hospital guidelines for child abuse cases, and initiating the battered women’s domestic violence
training protocol. The Marion County Child Protection Team asked the Liaison Child Abuse
Forum under Dr. Hibbard’s guidance to address the problem of educational neglect and





recommend a protocol to address this issue. This protocol was developed and then disseminated
statewide by the Indiana State Department of Education.

Under Dr. Hibbard’s direction the Child Abuse Consultation Team and Pediatric
Evaluation and Diagnostic Services (PEDS) have developed and flourished. The recruitment
of a new young child abuse physician researcher and later an established child abuse pediatrician
facilitated the development of a child abuse pediatrics fellowship — that graduated its first fellow
in 2010 — and kept her as faculty. This team provides consultation on all forms of child
maltreatment for medical providers, CPS, law enforcement and attorneys — local, state and
federal - throughout the state. They provide medical expertise that will assist in determining if
the child’s condition is due to maltreatment, a medical condition or plausible accident. In 2010
the team consulted on over 800 possible physical abuse and neglect cases and served 1700
suspected child sexual abuse victims. As a group, the physicians spent almost 400 hours
testifying in juvenile and criminal courts across the state during that one year.

Dr. Hibbard’s work with the Indiana Department of Child Services (DCS) system has
resulted in their policy mandating that a child abuse pediatrician within the 1U Child Protection
Program be consulted on every case reported to CPS as suspected abusive head injury (PEDS
program). To kick off the program in 2008 the team provided six-hour trainings on the medical
evaluation of child abuse for multidisciplinary audiences in 20 Indiana communities. Almost
400 cases of head injury per year have been evaluated since the inception of the program. It was
so successful and well received that after the first year mechanisms were put in place by DCS to
encourage consultation on other cases as well.  James Payne, Director, Indiana State
Department of Child Services recently stated,

“l want to share my enthusiasm for the Department of Child Services’ PEDS program, as
well as data that highlights the profound impact this program has had on the work of DCS
with children and families. As you may know, the PEDS program was developed as a
means for DCS field staff to obtain expert medical consultation by Child Abuse
Pediatricians (a recent pediatric certification offered through the American Board of
Pediatrics) when children present with suspicious head injuries or head injury symptoms.
Consistent with the DCS Mission, the PEDS program facilitates an important community
partnership that has been vital to making the most informed decisions regarding the
safety of children in these complex situations. This has proven to be particularly helpful
not only to our staff in the distant local offices, but also to other medical professionals
who provide emergency care to an injured child and find that there is great benefit to hear
from other medical professionals about injuries to the head and other difficult abuse
situations...

In closing, | want to express my deep appreciation for the efforts of all involved in
making this program successful. Across the state of Indiana today, there are clearly
numerous children who are safer due to protective measures taken as a result of PEDS
consultation recommendations. There are, however, also children who remain safely in
the care of their families, which is truly the best outcome for which DCS and the child
welfare community could strive. Our partnership with the IU Child Protection Team and





the Courts has been wonderful and example of our system doing great work for children
and families.

Beyond the direct services and collaboration with CPS, law enforcement, judges,
educators and numerous community providers, Dr. Hibbard has been able to forge successes
through considerable civic engagement on community committees and task forces including
several Governors’ and Mayors’ commissions, Marion County Child Protection Team and many
others. The list of her committee service alone is a full two pages on her CV. Only a few of
these will be highlighted here. She was instrumental in developing the Marion County Child
Advocacy Center for child abuse investigations with the collaboration of the Indianapolis mayor,
Marion County prosecutor, Marion County Sheriff, Indianapolis Police Department, Marion
County CPS and the Marion County juvenile court. This center was the first co-location and
mandated collaboration of CPS, law enforcement and attorneys dedicated and assigned to handle
suspected child abuse cases. Dr. Hibbard served on the Board of Directors until the board was
disbanded (because it was considered a governmental program not needing a board), but
continues to lead the resident agency advisory committee that sets practices and reviews cases on
a monthly basis. She has provided technical assistance to numerous other Child Advocacy
Centers that have developed in other Indiana communities. She has served on the Marion
County Child Protection team since its revival in 1994 and is its longest standing member. Dr.
Hibbard was also instrumental in forming and continues to chair the Marion County Child
Fatality Review Team — the first such team in Indiana. This team brings together the Marion
County coroner’s office, public health department, physicians from several hospitals, mental
health providers, child safety specialists, fire department officials, prosecutors, detectives, CPS
caseworkers, and safe sleep specialists to review the deaths of children in Marion County and
learn how to prevent them. She successfully advocated at the statehouse for legislation
regarding child fatality teams and provided technical assistance to other Indiana communities
developing similar teams. Findings from the Child Fatality Review Team were instrumental in
identifying the problem of unsafe infant sleep practices and developing Indiana’s Safe Sleep
Campaign; this set the stage for an award of almost $500,000 to Dr. Hibbard’s program from the
Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation to research and promote safe sleep education and reduce
infant fatalities related to unsafe sleeping situations. Dr. Hibbard serves on numerous other
community committees and boards including chairing the Indiana Children’s Justice Act Task
Force that advises the Department of Child Services on improving services and care
coordination, and the Indiana Finding Words Board of Directors; Finding Words is a not-for-
profit organization providing multidisciplinary training on the forensic interviewing of children.
Dr. Hibbard’s community service and representation continue to grow and expand as she helps
others build on the successes of multidisciplinary communication and coordination.

Dr. Hibbard is actively sought after as an educator and mentor. She brings forth a
dynamism, expertise and passion for improving the community system response to child
maltreatment. She is an exemplary role model for young physicians in training and young
faculty. Combining advocacy and expert clinical skills with program development and
consensus building, she nurtures and guides current and future generations of providers. She is
incredibly well respected throughout the medical community, as well as the social and legal
communities dealing with child maltreatment. She speaks at medical grand rounds, judicial





conferences, attorney conferences, law enforcement conferences, nursing conferences and
numerous other multidisciplinary community programs — mental health providers, child abuse
prevention, guardian ad litems and more. She has been able to disseminate knowledge and
experience gained with wide audiences through publications and speaking. She has served an
advisory capacity to the National Association of Children’s Hospitals and Related Institutions
(NACHRI) in “Defining the Children’s Hospital Role in Child Maltreatment.” As part of her role
for the Committee on Child Abuse and Neglect for the American Academy of Pediatrics she has
contributed to many policy statements and technical reports on child maltreatment issues. At a
very local level over the past few years several students and residents have elected careers in
child abuse pediatrics after spending time with Dr. Hibbard and her team. Her team has just
graduated their first child abuse pediatrics fellow, who has elected to stay on in as a faculty
member in Dr. Hibbard’s Section of Child Protection Programs.

Her leadership and mentoring skills are evident as she has developed the Section of Child
Protection Programs in the Department of Pediatrics, recognized as its own section in 2008. The
program started in 1985 with Dr. Hibbard starting the Statewide Educational Program on Child
Sexual Abuse. She now guides three board certified child abuse pediatricians, seven nurses, one
pediatric nurse practitioner, five social workers and research and administrative staff in multiple
clinical programs, community coordination efforts and leadership at state and national levels.
Teaching, research and community service are all key to the long term plan and expected
ongoing contributions.

All who have worked with Dr. Hibbard hear loud and clear the message of community
service with the goal of improving the knowledge, communication, and coordination of service
in multidisciplinary care and evaluation of children when child maltreatment is suspected. Dr.
Hibbard continues to lead the charge - This is a community problem with community solutions.

It is obvious to me that she
is truly committed to the work she does for the medical community, during her committee
interactions and leadership roles on those committees, for other child abuse professionals and
our community at large.

In closing, | want to express my sincere gratitude for the many contributions that Dr. Hibbard
has provided to the prosecutors in Marion County and other child abuse professionals and | look
forward to continuing to work alongside her in our shared mission of protecting children from
abuse.

To Chancellor Bantz and the Chancellor’s award selection Committee,

I would like to address you in support of Dr. Roberta Hibbard in the hopes that the Chancellor
and his committee will select her as the recipient of the 2011 Chancellor’s Faculty Award for
Excellence in Civic Engagement. For almost twenty years | have worked with and solicited assistance
from Dr. Roberta Hibbard. She exemplifies professional service to not only the specialized child abuse
community but also to those who benefit from an informed, coordinated and professional response to
abuse.

While Dr. Hibbard’s Curriculum Vitae is undoubtedly long, | would like to take the opportunity
to provide you with a more personal view of just a few of her accomplishments. As some background,
child abuse has not always been recognized, certainly not in the area of sexual abuse. During the
1980’s police officers began to seek ways to better investigate and identify abuse while prosecutors
became more vested in prosecuting these crimes. While detectives could interview children, getting a
medical exam for the child from a physician who had knowledge of sexual abuse wasn’t always
possible. During this time, Dr. Hibbard came to Indiana University and began a specialized program to
provide sexual assault exams to children. Although she was not alone in this process, Dr. Hibbard was
frequently the voice who provided what investigators and prosecutors needed most, training.

Dr. Hibbard has provided medical advice and education for a multitude of prosecutors, police
officers and CPS case workers over the years. As someone who was a new prosecutor in the early
90’s, | was and still am greatly indebted to Dr. Hibbard for her willingness to explain the mysteries of
anatomy, injuries and normal exams. There were many times when | placed Dr. Hibbard on the
witness stand just to explain to the jury that the term “normal exam” didn’t necessarily mean that a
child wasn’t sexually abused, but to explain how sexual abuse doesn’t always leave lasting injuries. As
an expert she is always as quick to point out when an injury is accidental as when one may be due to
abuse. This unbiased view has garnered her great respect among professionals who depend on an
honest, experience evaluation of a child.

In addition to the formal trainings she routinely conducted, Dr. Hibbard also made herself
available to answer specific questions. Having a physician with her expertise to provide guidance was
essential to helping investigators and prosecutors become more knowledgeable and therefore more
effective in their duties.






In 1994 Dr. Hibbard approached me with the idea of starting a Child Fatality Review Team in
Marion County. Within a few months, Dr. Hibbard had convinced the local coroner and pathologist to
join the team and located meeting space. Law Enforcement and CPS were included and in the fall of
1994 the Marion County Child Fatality Review Team began to meet. Dr. Hibbard chaired the first
meeting and has chaired the Team ever since. Through these meetings, the members discussed the
deaths of children which were not attributable to medical causes. During early meetings we were
consistently presented with the loss of infants whose deaths were classified as SIDS but died while
sleeping in situations which were unsafe. At this point Dr. Hibbard expanded the team to include
members of the SIDS prevention community. This lead to a subcommittee of the team which now
provides safe cribs for parents who are unable to afford appropriate beds for their newborns. Over
the years new members have been added to address trends identified by the team, all in an attempt
to provide a safer community for children.

In addition to the Child Fatality Review Team, Dr. Hibbard has been a consistent member of
the Marion County Child Protection Team and the Marion County Child Advocacy Center. The Child
Protection Team is composed of various members of the community whose specialized knowledge
allow them to review Child Protective Service cases and procedures to provide suggestions for
bettering their service to children. During the review process, Dr. Hibbard ‘s contributions have
helped the team properly assess cases to increase the welfare of children in Marion County.

The last community contribution that | would like to emphasize is Dr. Hibbard’s participation
in the Marion County Child Advocacy Center and through it, Finding Words Indiana. The purpose of a
child advocacy center is to create an environment where a multidisciplinary team can investigate child
abuse allegations in a child friendly manner. This approach reduces the trauma to the child and helps
investigators gain the best information possible to accurately assess the criminal and safety
consequences associated with the allegations. Initially the multidisciplinary team included only law
enforcement, Child Protective Services and the prosecutor’s office. As one of the leading authorities in
the state on Child Abuse, Dr. Hibbard’s membership on the team greatly enhanced the team’s ability
to assist children one child at a time. While the Child Protection Team looks to improve the system,
the multidisciplinary team at the Marion County Child Advocacy Center is focused on individual
children. As a member of the team, Dr. Hibbard’s responsibilities are two -fold, to provide medical
examinations and care to the children who require exams and then to assist the other team members
in assessing what happened to the child and how best to proceed. | don’t think that anyone could
count the muiltitude of phone calls Dr. Hibbard has made over the years not only for purposes of
routine assessments, but also to alert agencies to emergent situations that require immediate
assistance. We have been so fortunate to have her in Indianapolis.

As part of the child friendly environment offered by advocacy centers, many centers including
Marion County, provide Forensic Child interviewers who are included in the multidisciplinary team.
Finding Words is an intensive hands on educational program that prepares Forensic Child
Interviewers, law enforcement officers, child protection case workers and prosecutors to interview
children in a non-threatening but detailed manner. Dr. Hibbard felt that, as members of the
multidisciplinary team, she and her associates would benefit from interview training as well. | sat






with her through the week long Finding Words training course. As the course progressed, Dr. Hibbard
recognized that the training program could be improved by adding a medical piece. At the end of the
week, she volunteered her services to help train future participants and has been doing so ever since.
Finding Words provides muitiple trainings each year for participants from all over the State of Indiana.

Through the years Dr. Roberta Hibbard has been both a catalyst, for increasing the
community’s response to child abuse, and the glue which has cemented effective partnerships
between stakeholders. | would like to thank Dr. Hibbard for her dedication and ask that you consider
the benefits she has provided to the community when awarding the Chancellor’s Faculty Award for
Excellence in Civic Engagement for 2011.

Please let this serve as my personal and professional support for the Submission of the name
of Roberta Hibbard, M.D. for the Chancellor’s Faculty Award for Excellence in Civic Engagement.
I have worked with and admired Robyn for over 20 years and is a personal privilege to write in
support of this award. I have previously served as the Judge in the Juvenile Court in Marion County
for 20 years and currently serve the Governor and the children and families in Indiana as the
Director of the Department of Child services. In both of those roles I have had the opportunity to
work closely with Robyn on many activities and on any number of issues. I will relate only a few of
those for the purpose of supporting this Award.

I recall several hearings involving complex legal issues involving serious health and life
endangering issues regarding children. Her testimony was critical by explaining the nature and
complexity of issues about abuse and neglect with her not only professional medical expertise but in
a way which was clear and unmistakable to a laymen.
