To the Irwin Award Selection Committee:

It is my pleasure to nominate Christopher McDougle MD for the 2011 Glenn W. Irwin, Jr., MD
Research Scholar Award. Dr. McDougle is presently Chairman of the Department of Psychiatry
and Albert E. Sterne Professor of Psychiatry. He is a renowned scholar in the neurobiology of
developmental disorders, especially autism and related disorders. He is a pioneer in the
development of pharmacologic treatments for pervasive developmental disorders.

Dr. McDougle trained at U, graduating from the School of Medicine in 1986 with highest
distinction. He then moved to Yale, which has been an international center for studies of
neurobiology and psychiatry for many years. There was a special emphasis on clinical
psychiatric studies at Yale at that time, under the leadership of Dennis Charney and George
Heninger. Their basic science effort was driven by world famous investigators such as G.
Aghajanian, P. Rakic, P. Goldman-Rakic, and B. Bunney. And the Yale Child Study Center was
directed by Donald Cohen, who was an expert in Tourette’s Syndrome and developmental
disorders.

Chris began as an adult psychiatrist and gradually became interested in obsessive compulsive
disorder and adult autistic disorder. He decided that to understand these disorders properly, he
would need to see them develop in children. In 1992, he went back to residency in child
psychiatry, emerging three years later as an Assistant Professor (1995) and then Associate
Professor (1996) and then head of the Clinical Neuroscience Research Unit at the Connecticut
Mental Health Center in 1996-7.

He began with treatment studies of obsessive-compulsive disorder (OCD), especially with
patients refractory to standard treatments. He demonstrated that the most successful
pharmacologic strategy for these patients was the addition of haloperidol or risperidone to an
ongoing serotonin reuptake inhibitor. This 1s now standard treatment for refractory OCD.

As his interest tumed toward pervasive developmental disorders, he began a series of controlled
trials on patients with autistic disorders, first at Yale, and then at Indiana, where he returned in
1997 to head the Section on Child Psychiatry. Coincident with his return to Indiana, he applied
for, and received, a Research Unit on Pediatric Psychopharmacology (RUPP) grant from the
NIMH, which has provided ongoing support for pharmacologic trials from 1997-2003 and
targeted support for specific trials since that time.

His group at Indiana has become one of the most active in the world for controlled

pharmacologic treatment studies of autism and related disorders. They have had substantial

success with some of the second generation antipsychotics, especially for target symptoms such
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as 1rritability. They wisely differentiate between associated symptoms and core symptoms of
autismn, such as difficulties with social interaction, an area which has proven extremely difficult
to treat. In recent years they have pioneered the use of novel treatment agents such as cycloserine
(affecting the glutamate system) and guanfacine (an alpha2 adrenergic agonist) in autism,
Indiana is now one of the top centers anywhere in the world for well-controlled experimental
studies of pharmacologic treatments for autism and related disorders.

I"d like to call particular attention to two aspects of Dr. McDougle’s work. The first is that he
studies developmental disabilities, which has been a neglected field among psychiatric
investigators. In recent years there has been an increased interest in autism because of genetic
findings such as the increased number of copy number variants in genes related to neuronal
structure. Dr. McDougle has devoted his energies to this area for the past two decades. This was
not previously an area of high interest at NIMH. But the subject population is voluminous and
the medical need is substantial. A reasonable estimate for intellectual disability in the population
is about 1.5%. About 60% of the variation in prevalence is accounted for by genetic factors.
Some very distinctive genetic/neurobiologic mechanisms have been identified in specific
syndromes in this category (e.g. Fragile X syndrome, Down syndrome, Lesch-Nyhan
Syndrome); autistic disorders are more complex, but are now beginning to be unraveled. It is to
the credit of ItJ School of Medicine and the IUPUI campus that we have invested in this area of
research and treatment (through the Christian Sarkine Autism Treatment Center at Riley) and
that Dr. McDougle is in the forefront of this effort nationally and internationally.

The second aspect that’s worth noting 1s that Dr. McDougle is an extraordinary research mentor.
He has shown great talent in identifying residents, junior faculty, and other scientists who are
capable of developing independent research careers, and he has nurtured them with unusual care
and skill. I say this with a touch of envy because I have been trying since I came to Indiana in
1986 to find young scientists and provide the support and encouragement they need to develop
independently funded research programs. It is not an easy task, and I have to admit that I am in
awe of his success in this regard. [ will just mention a few of his trainees: Craig Erickson -
received a K award, has an ROl and Defense Department grant pending review, runs a clinic he
designed for patients with Fragile X Syndrome; David Posey — received a K award, was co-
Investigator on several other awards, elected Associate Member of the American College of
Neuropychopharmacology (ACNP) (a highly competitive honor); Kimberly Stigler — received a
K, elected Associate Member of ACNP; Leslie Hulvershorn - received a K, has a Klingenstein
Fellowship, now heads a clinic for adolescents with substance abuse. This 1s all really within the
last 5-6 years and it is extremely impressive to me. [ think it underlines the value that Dr.
McDougle places on scholarship and the ripple effect this has had on the residency and within
the Department in general. All of these investigators emerged from a residency program that
fills seven slots per year and which historically has placed an emphasis on clinical treatment and
private practice rather than research.

I think it’s also worth noting that the Sarkine Center, and Dr. McDougle in particular, perform a
needed public service for families with autism and for the community in general, by promoting
the importance of scientific evidence in the evaluation and treatment of these conditions. There 1s
an understandable tendency for advocates to become enamored of new theories for the causes of
devastating conditions such as autism. Chris has spoken out consistently regarding the lack of






evidence for immunization-related autism and the lack of evidence for many popular behavioral
treatment methods.

Five letters of support are included in this dossier. Dr. Joseph Coyle is the editor of the Archives
of General Psychiatry and is one of the most highly decorated scientists in our field. Heis a
member of the National Academy of Sciences Institute of Medicine. He has known Dr.
McDougle for 20 years and has been particularly impressed by the originality of his treatment
studies in autism. He notes that Dr. McDougle’s /4 index is 50 (at least 50 of his published
articles have been cited at least 50 times). Dr. Fred Volkmar is the current head of the Yale
Child Study Center. He has been impressed with Chris’s ability to revitalize the Child Psychiatry
Section at Indiana and with the fact that he has brought the “highest quality research methods”
to the study of autism and related conditions. Dr. Gerry Oxford is head of the Stark
Neurosciences Research Institute. Dr. Oxford has had extensive experience working on
administrative projects with Dr. McDougle and he is impressed with Chris’s ability to prioritize
the needs of scientists and faculty generally rather than just those of his own group or
Department. Dr. Hugh Hendrie (former Chair of Psychiatry) mentions Dr. McDougle’s success
in bringing the Department to a new level in research since he (Chris) became Chair. He says
“The Department of Psychiatry is now recognized as one of the leading research departments in
the country both for funding and for research productivity and creativity.” Dr. Andrew Saykin,
Director of the Indiana Clinical Neuroimaging Center and an international expert on markers for
risk in Alzheimer’s Disease, notes Dr. McDougle’s contributions to the Neuroscience Center of
Excellence at IU, and mentions his “tireless mentoring and recruitment of new clinician scientists
and researchers.”

We are fortunate to have Dr. Chris McDougle as Chair of Psychiatry and as a consistent
advocate for scholarship in the study of Developmental Disorders and other devastating disorders
of the nervous system. Despite his many administrative duties, he has maintained and extended
his own federally funded research programs and established Indiana University as a world center
for studies of autism.

He is a deserving candidate for the 2011 Irwin Award.

I am delighted to write a letter in support of your nomination of Christopher McDougle,
M.D., for the Glenn W. Irwin Jr. MD., Research Scholarship Award.

As the department Chairman, I had the pleasure of knowing Dr. McDougle for periods of
time at different stages throughout his academic career. He was an outstanding medical student
at Indiana University graduating with highest distinction in 1986. During these years, he had
already demonstrated his aptitude for research working with Dr. Joyce Small as his mentor.

I followed with great interest his career first as a resident and then as a faculty member at
Yale University where he quickly established a national reputation as a leading researcher in
Child Psychiatry particularly in the area of autism spectrum disorders. During these years, 1
continued to be in contact with him and was delighted in 1997 when I persuaded him to return to
head the Section of Child Psychiatry in 1997. In 3 short years, he dramatically transformed the
section making it one of the leading child psychiatry research groups in the country not only
through his own research endeavors which have remained strong but also by stimulating,
encouraging and mentoring others in the section.

When I retired as Chairman in 2000, I was again delighted to be informed that the Dean
was considering Dr. McDougle as my successor.

The Department of Psychiatry is now
recognized as one of the leading research departments in the country both for funding and for
research productivity and creativity.

What is even more remarkable is that over this period as Chairman, Dr. McDougle has
continued to excel in his own research endeavors. He is currently PI on 2 major NIH grants on
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the pharmacological strategies for autism totaling close to 3.5 million dollars. He is PI and co Pi
of numerous other Federal and Industry supported grants totaling close to another 3 million
dollars. He is author or coauthor in more than 150 papers, 8 published in 2010 alone and a
further 11, either in press or being submitted, in many of the leading journals in the field.

He is recognized now as one of the leading if not the leading researcher in the country in
pharmacological approaches for autism spectrum disorders. He has been the recipient of
numerous awards for his work, listed in his CV, both for his research and for his services to the
field including the prestigious Frank L. Menolascino Award from the American Psychiatric
Association.

The Irwin Award states that the candidate should have a sustained record of research,
successful grant writing and an impact in the field of study. Dr. McDougle certainly fulfils these
criteria. In addition, by his leadership and example, he has created a superb successful research
oriented department of psychiatry a remarkable achievement in this difficult age of funding.

It is with great pleasure that I write this letter in strong support of the nomination of Dr.
Christopher J. McDougle for the Glenn W. Irwin, Jr., M.D. Research Scholar Award for 2011.
His nomination by Dr. John Nurnberger, Jr. is both appropriate and timely and I am honored to
provide my perspective on Chris’s contributions that make him a strong candidate for the award.

I have had the privilege of knowing and working with Chris since my arrival at IU School of
Medicine in 2003. T first got to know Chris as a member of the search committee for my position
and have since worked with him on numerous committees in the school and have engaged in co-
recruitment of faculty between his department and our institute. We have served together for the
past 3 years on the IU-Clarian Neuroscience Executive Council where we have worked on the
development of a new model for translational research and healthcare in the neurosciences that
will be anchored by two new buildings beginning construction next month. Chris has been a
terrific administrative colleague and a voice of reason in this endeavor. You might ask why [
reflect on this quality in support for an award for scholarship. Simply put, the potential for
expansion of translational research across the IU Health system and thus expanded opportunity
for scholarly productivity is a direct result of Chris’s efforts at promoting such opportunities for
everyone, not merely his own excellent efforts.

Chris has been the Chair of Psychiatry at IUSM since 2000 where he also serves as Executive
Director of the Institute for Psychiatric Research, a renowned institute housing investigators in
various neuropsychiatric disorders. During this time, Chris has published 82 (out of 156 total)
peer-reviewed papers in outstanding journals, 78 reviews and book chapters, and 106 scientific
abstracts; quite impressive productivity for someone with critical clinical and administrative
responsibilities! He currently is the principal investigator on 3 separate NIH ROI grants and co-
investigator on an additional two grants. This funding is in addition to multiple foundation
grants and industry supported clinical trials. This level of funding is again extraordinary for
someone with his ongoing non-research responsibilities and a mark of both his stature and his
commitment to his research program.

While Chris began his research efforts in adult disorders, he moved into neurodevelopmental
disorders and his long-standing research efforts in autism and Fragile X syndrome have gained
wide attention in clinical neuroscience. This is evidenced by his many invitations to lecture
across the US, perhaps most notably his honor of giving the inaugural Daniel X. and Mary
Freedman Fellowship Commemorative Lecture in Academic Psychiatry at Yale University in
2008. He has been asked to serve on many NIH review panels over the years and currently is on
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the editorial board of 6 journals and is Associate Editor of The Journal of Autism and
Developmental Disorders. Chris is clearly one of the most respected clinical researchers in
autism spectrum disorders and, as such, is a tremendous asset to the reputation of the research
enterprise of Indiana University.

In summary, while the accomplishments of Chris McDougle in research speak for themselves, it
is the commitment and dedication to that scholarship only perceived in personally interacting
-with him that is the most relevant qualification for receiving this award. I encourage you to
consider his nomination seriously and hope you will grant him this honor.

. I am pleased to write a letter in support of the nomination of Christopher John
McDougle, M.D. for the GLENN W. IRWIN, JR., M.D. RESEARCH SCHOLAR
AWARD for 2011. I have known Chris for over 20 years because of shared interests in
the developmental aspects of psychiatry and in neuropsychopharmacology. I would view
him as one of the true scientific leaders and innovators in this area of clinical
investigation.

It should be noted that received both his B.A. degree from Valparaiso University
and M.D. from Indiana University School of Medicine with highest distinction. He
completed his post-graduate training in psychiatry and child psychiatry at Yale, one of
the most competitive programs in the country at that time. Remarkably, he appointed to
the faculty at Yale immediately after completing his residency. A mere seven years after
completing his residency, he was appointed an endowed professor (Raymond E. Houk
Professor of Psychiatry, With Tenure) at the University of Indiana School of
Medicine.

Chris has made impressive contributions to the understanding of the
neurobiology of and treatment of obsessive-compulsive disorder (OCD), one of the
most refractory and disabling psychiatric disorder, especially implicating the
serotonergic system. He systematically explored augmentation treatment in OCD
for patients including lithium and neuroleptics in patients who failed to fully
respond to treatment with the serotonin specific uptake inhibitor (SSRI)
fluvoxamine.

Given is training in Child Psychiatry, he also has made substantial
contributions to our understanding of the neurobiology, genetics and treatment of
autism. He was the first to carry out placebo controlled clinical trials on the
treatment of autism. Because of evidence that the serotonin system was involved in
the pathophysiology of autism, he focused on drugs that interact with this
neurotransmitter system. He showed the beneficial effects of fluvoxamine on the
repetitive thoughts and behaviors, maladaptive behavior and aggression. What was
particularly insightful about this study was his ability to appreciate that drugs might
treat some component symptoms but the entirety of the disorder. In another highly
cited clinical trial in children with autism, he showed that the serotonin interacting
antipsychotic, resperidone caused global improvement and decreased aggression.
Finally, in an highly creative and timely clinical trial he showed that the glutamate
NMDA receptor augmenting drug improved social relatedness of individuals with
autism.

Chris has been a highly productive clinical scientist. He has published well
over 200 peer-reviewed articles that generally have appeared in the most rigorously
reviewed journals. His research has been cited over 8000 times. Notably, his h-index
Is a very impressive 50, meaning that 50 of his articles have been cited >50 times.

He clearly satisfies other metrics for being an outstanding investigator. He
sits on five editorial boards including the lead research journal in Psychiatry,
Biological Psychiatry. For the last decade, he has regularly served on N.LH. grant
review groups including the Interventions Research Review Committee (2003-07).
He also serves on scientific advisory committees including Interventions Research
Review Committee and Anxiety Disorders Association of America.

Given this record of scientific accomplishments and national leadership, I
believe that Christopher McDougle, M.D. would be a deserving recipient of the
GLENN W. IRWIN, JR., M.D. RESEARCH SCHOLAR AWARD.

It gives me great pleasure to write in enthusiastic support of the nomination of Dr,
Christopher McDougle for the 2011 Glenn W. Irwin, Jr., M.D, Research Scholar
Award. Iunderstand that the criteria for this award include a sustained record of
research, successful grant writing, and a national to international impact on the field. Dr.
McDougle exemplifies all these attributes and is an ideal candidate for this honor.

I've known Chris since he was a trainee here in the 1980's and have had the opportunity
to observe him develop into one of the real leaders nationally in the field. As you probably
know already, but otherwise will note on his CV, Chris originally trained in adult
psychiatry and then became interested in autism and developmental disabilities. We were
pleased when he decided to also pursue child psychiatry training. My friend and mentor
the late Donald J. Cohen was particularly helpful to Chuis in this process.

Duting his long career he has continued his focus on provision of psychiatric services for
individuals with mental retardation and developmental disabilities. He has developed an
outstanding career as a researcher, teacher, and mentor. Indeed his research work has
focused on bringing the highest quality research methods to the study of new treatments
of autism and related conditions.
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When I first met Chris back in 1987 or so, it was in 2 seminar that Donald J. Cohen and I
were doing on child psychiatry for the PGY-2 residents. Even at that point he was clearly
a person with fantastic observational skills and a strong commitment to clinical
excellence. During his time at Yale, Chris was engaged in a range of research projects
both within the adult psychiatry department and the Child Study Center. These included
work in mood and auxiety disorders, drug dependence, OCD, and autism. As a junior
faculty member here he was very productive and this productivity has only increased over
time.

I believe that Chris is the only person to have ever maintained an appointment as
Assistant Professor in the Department of Psychiatry at Yale while also receiving child
training at the Child Study Center. Once his training was complete he became the first
member of the Yale Medical School faculty to have a truly joint appointment evenly split
in both departments,

As you know, in 1997 Chris left Yale to join the Department of Psychiatry at the Indiana
University School of Medicine where he became the director of the Section of Child and
Adolescent Psychiatry. He immediately began a series of organization changes to reorient
clinical care, administration, research, and educational activities within the section. His
reorganization resulted in an upsurge of clinical and research activities and totally
revitalized the section. In part due to his outstanding leadership, he was given the Albert
Eugene Sterne Professorship of Psychiatry and became Chairman of the Department
there in 2000.

It is a tribute to Chris that even back in the lare 1980's he appreciated the impottance of a
still underserved population - adolescents and adults with developmental disabilities. His
work here attracted the support of parents, advocacy groups as well as state agencies who
appreciated his new approaches to work with this population. He developed a special
clinical program which he replicated when he moved to Indiana. Chris has always been an
outstanding physician and his commitment to high-quality clinical care and his patients
has earned him an international reputation. Chris has been active in social policy work for
individuals with disabilities as well. He worked closely with Congressman Dan Burton of
Indiana in the development and construction of the Christian Sarkine Autism Treatment
Center at the Riley Hospital for Children. His efforts also led the way to an expansion of
service provision through the state.

His research has focused on neurobiology and development of effective treatments for
autism and related conditions. His work was among the first to demonstrate the cfficacy
of an SSRI in the treatment of autistic adults in a double-blind, placebo controlled study
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published in the Archives. He replicated these findings in a series of open-label studies
with a variety of SSRIs and related compounds and conducted a series of studied on
serotonin function. His work also demonstrated some of the difficulties of the SSRIs in
children with autism and PDD and highlighted the importance of a developmental
perspective in use of these agents, His more recent work has focused on other agents
including risperidone. His research has had a major impact in the field and is
internationally known.

In addition to his service and clinical work Chris has been an outstanding mentor and
teacher to a new generation of child and adolescent psychiatrists interested in
developmental disabilities. His work stands as a testament to the importance of clinical
investigation grounded in basic science. I am delighted to give you this enthusiastic
nomination of Chris for the Irwin Award,
